CALL 911 ONLY WHEN IT’S SAFE TO DO SO 

 Be aware of any possible danger in 

your environment. 

 Identify the two nearest exits. 

 Have an escape plan. 

 Evacuate—run in a zig zag pattern if 

you are in an open area. 

 Leave your belongings. 

 Help others if possible. 

 Do not move wounded people. 

 Warn others as you exit who may not 

be aware of the threat.  

 Be out of the shooter’s view. 

 Lock doors and block them with furniture
